We are pleased to present this summary of Fire Department activities for the calendar year 2008. 
This year ended as the busiest ever for the Fire Department with a record number of emergency calls. This 
was the first full year providing full time ambulance service for the community. What that means to the 
fire district has entered into agreement with the McLean County Area Emergency Medical System and 
Illinois Department of Public Health to staff an ambulance with a minimum of two personnel available for 
call around the clock 365 days a year. To accomplish this we hired four (4) full time emergency medical 
technicians and five (5) personnel as part-time emergency medical technicians only. In addition we 
supplement personnel on the ambulance with current staff from our ten (10) firefighters that are also 
licensed as emergency medical technicians or serve as ambulance drivers. 
 
The Department responded to 138 calls for Emergency Medical Service (EMS), and 126 calls for fire 
responses or medical assist represented. This represents a 214% increase in emergency medical call and a 
121% increase in fire responses from 2007. Of the EMS calls, we had contact with 136 patients: 9 were 
transported by other agencies, 94 were transported by the Fire Department, 2 were transported by 
helicopter and 31 were not transported. Destinations for the transported patients were: 64 % to Bromenn 
Regional Medical Center and 36% to Saint Joseph Medical Center.  
 

We are members of the statewide Mutual Aid Box Alarm System (MABAS). MABAS includes 
over 550 member fire departments organized into 46 divisions. MABAS includes over 25,000 firefighters. 
Daily staffed emergency response units including more than 750 fire stations, 900+ engine companies, 
275+ ladder trucks, 600+ ambulances (mostly paramedic capable), 150+ heavy rescue squads, 125+ light 
rescue squads, and 225+ water tankers. Fire/EMS reserve (back-up) units account for more than 600 
additional emergency vehicles.  

 
MABAS also offers specialized operations teams for hazardous materials (HAZMAT), underwater 

rescue/recovery (DIVE) and above grade/below grade, trench and building collapse rescues aka Technical 
Rescue Teams (TRT). MABAS is a unique organization in that every MABAS participant agency has 
signed the same contract with their 550+ counterpart MABAS agencies. MABAS agencies agree to 
standards of operation, incident command, and minimum equipment staffing, safety and on-scene 
terminology.  

 
MABAS agencies, regardless of their geopolitical origin, are able to work together seamlessly on 

any emergency scene. All MABAS agencies operate on a common radio frequency, Interagency Fire 
Emergency Radio Network (IFERN) and are activated by their local dispatch centers through pre-
designed "run" cards. Hudson serves as the MABAS DIVE Team for Division 41 which cover the 
counties of Livingston, Dewitt and McLean County and can be requested to assist in other locations 
within the state. In addition to fire and EMS calls, it is becoming more apparent that the public relies on 
the Fire Department to help them when they have other problems. Twenty-four percent of the calls were 
classified as either public service or a good intent call. 
 

In addition to our emergency activity, we continue to prepare to respond with a very 
comprehensive training program for our members. Members had a total of 1092 hours of training in 2008. 
We also delivered fire prevention programs at the school and provided public fire safety education at the 
station.  
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We are moving forward with our plan to become National Incident Management System (NIMS) 
compliant, which is no small task. This requires the dedication of our members to take online classes or 
go to other locations and attend courses. In order to apply for grant funding we must meet Homeland 
Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-5, Management of Domestic Incidents. We are 72% compliant 
with the 2008 NIMS requirements and work to become 100% compliance. 

 
One of the advances in modern technology has been the application of the Internet. The Fire 

Department is no different than any other company and has taken advantage of this technology. In late 
November the official web site was developed for the Hudson Community Fire Protection District. To 
date the site has had 4,160 page views. This site can be found at www.hudsonfire.org. The site is 
updated every month and includes department background information, contacts, news about the 
department and traditions. Members can sign in to the secured side of the site and access Standard 
Operating Guidelines (SOG’s), bylaws, and membership list. Check out our web site to find out more 
about the department and the fire service today. 
 
 The annual pancake breakfast was held the first four Sunday mornings in November with 1976 
people passing through our doors. The breakfast was a success and we want to thank the community for 
their continued support. We also want to thank the members and their families. Without their support we 
could have never made this happen. 
  

The Fire Department is very active, efficient, and effective. This is possible because of the 
tremendous support we receive from the Trustees, the community, other fire and EMS agencies. Our 
success is also a result of the commitment and dedication of our members. We continue looking for new 
members with the desire to serve their community.

One of the most important c ap ita l assets of the fire department is a  fleet of 
reliab le appara tus. Personnel depend  heavily on the performanc e 
c apab ilities of these vehic les when delivering  emergenc y servic es to 
p rotec t life, p roperty, and  the environment.  If servic es a re to be p rovided  
without interrup tion, appara tus must be mainta ined  in superior opera ting  
c ond ition and  should  be p romptly rep lac ed  when adequa te performanc e 
levels c an no longer be assured . The c urrent fleet of appara tus is listed  
below a long with photos and  deta iled  spec ific a tions for eac h p iec e of 
equipment in the fleet.  

Front-line appara tus tha t has reac hed  the end  of its useful life span for 
front-line emergenc y servic e may be p lac ed  in reserve sta tus for a  
reasonab le time period , p rovided  the vehic le remains in good  opera ting  
c ond ition and  rec eives regula r p reventive ma intenanc e. But appara tus 
rep lac ement interva ls should  be based  on the estimated  effec ts of 
va riab les suc h as age, use, and  ma intenanc e c osts and  useful life span.
